Section 1: Designation, the Clerk-Treasurer is herby appointed as the primary reporter of cyber security
incidents. In the event of the Clerk-Treasurer inability to act, the Deputy Clerk-Treasurer and or the Town
~ Council President and or Vice President shall act as the reporter of the cyber security incidents.

Section 2: Effective Date. The effective date of this resolution shall be January 9, 2023. Upon passage, a
copy of this Resolution shall be maintained and available for public 1nspect10n at the Town Office, 90 N
Holiday Blvd Santa Claus, Indiana
